I Only 5% of the
cases are
bilateral

A Size:

I Usually large

A Multilocular cyst in
most cases

A Occasionally,
unilocular cyst

A Smooth outer
surface

Single layer of columnar cells with abundant
intracellular mucin and small basilar nuclei
